Sacraments 
 

Baptism – Please contact the Rectory Office to schedule 
a baptism.  Parents are required to participate in a 
baptismal catechetical session prior to the celebration of 
the sacrament.  
 
Marriage – Arrangements with the parish must be made 
at least six months prior to the wedding.  Fulfillment of a 
Diocesan, pre-marriage program is required.  
 
Anointing of the Sick - The Sacrament of the Anointing 
of the Sick is one of the healing sacraments of the Church 
and is not meant only for those who are at the point of 
death. An illness, a serious injury, impending surgery or 
advanced age is sufficient reason for the celebration of 
the Sacrament.  Requests for the Anointing of the Sick 
should be made by calling the rectory at 207-864-3795.
