All: Lord, I am not worthy that you should  

enter under my roof, 
 but only say the word and my soul shall be healed. 
 

Communion Those who come forward to share in the Body of Christ,  

 be mindful the U.S. Bishops instruct us to receive holy communion standing. 

He ascended into heaven 
and is seated at the right hand  
of the Father. 
He will come again in glory 
to judge the living and the dead 
and his kingdom will have no end. 
I believe in the Holy Spirit,  
the Lord, the giver of life,  
who proceeds from 
the Father and the Son, 
who with the Father and the Son  
is adored and glorified, 
who has spoken  
through the prophets.
